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At Ball State’s Summer Journalism Workshops,
we strive to fully prepare teachers with the
knowledge and information they need to
succeed as journalism teacher/publications
advisers. Here are some general course
descriptions for each adviser workshop class.

WEEK 1: JULY 14-18

J670 YEARBOOK ADVISING

Yearbooks aren't just those simple annuals of
yesteryear. Modern books take design, copy and
content into consideration. And the prepared
yearbook adviser must understand some of the
tips and tricks to help lead a yearbook staff to
producing a popular book. This course will cover
the theories of staff organization, yearbook
organization and content, illustrations,
production techniques, typography, style,
theme and the role of the adviser to student
staff. Budgets, law and ethics will be covered,
too.

J673 LEADERSHIP, INSTRUCTION &
MOTIVATION

Whether you are advising a staff of five or 50,
advisers must understand successful leadership,
instruction and motivation techniques. It's also
important to know how to teach your student
leaders to lead. This class will discuss recent
developments in secondary school journalism,
teaching techniques, advising problems and
curriculum developments. This will be a fun and
fast-paced class that you won't want to miss!

J677 ENHANCING STUDENT WRITING &
REPORTING

This class will take a critical look at journalistic
writing techniques with an emphasis on its
application to school publications. It is designed
to help advisers improve teaching techniques
and their students’ writing skills. Instruction in
news, feature, opinion and sports writing. Story
research and interviewing will be covered, too.

J676 PHOTOJOURNALISM FOR ADVISERS
With digital cameras less expensive than ever
before, more school journalism programs are
able to jump into the digital revolution. But,

a good digital camera does not magically

make good photos. This course is designed

for secondary teachers wishing to engage in
advanced projects involving news photography,
digital photo editing & management, page
design, editing, and curriculum design, and its
application to school publications. Students will
study the photo story/essay and complete a
research assignment.
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WEEK 2: JULY 20-24

J525 JOURNALISM LAW

Journalism law takes on a special meaning
when it comes to high school publications. In
addition to the basics, some special laws and
court decisions apply to the high school press.
Understanding it is essential to making sure
your students learn — and practice — their
rights to free speech and free press. In this
class, you'll discuss constitutional and statutory
law and regulating agencies that affect the
operation of the print and broadcast media.
This course will give special attention to historic
Supreme Court rulings and their impact on the
scholastic press.

J595 TECHNOLOGY FOR TEACHERS
Megapixels, gigabytes, RAM. All these tech
terms are enough to give a person a headache.
Teaching journalism is far away from the paste-
ups of yesterday. High school publication rooms
are often the most technology-rich classrooms
in school buildings. And understanding how
to use that technology is vital. This course will
provide design theory and software instruction
necessary for desktop and Web publishing,
including Adobe InDesign, Photoshop,
lllustrator and Dreamweaver.

J595 TRANSITIONING TO THE WEB

Have you been contemplating taking your
publication online? Don't know how to do it?
In this course, learn about the pros and cons
of Web publishing and the process of going
online. Law, ethics and school legalities will be
discussed. Special attention will be given to
content, design and management.

J671 NEWSPAPER ADVISING

In a media-rich world, the school newspaper
still remains the primary source of news at
most schools. The student newspaper has the
responsibility of accurately and fairly reporting
what’s happening around the school and how
it affects students. This course will discuss the
content and organization of school newspapers,
budget concerns, production techniques, staff
organization and training, and the role of the
adviser. Other school publications and news
bureaus will be discussed as time permits.

OPTION 2: Guest Student: Special Status

New in the past few years, students can apply to be

a guest student at Ball State. Guest students are not
taking graduate courses toward any graduate degree or
licensure program at Ball State and are not considered
to be admitted to the Graduate School. Under the
special status option, clearance is granted to students
who hold a baccalaureate degree who wish only to

You will need to complete the online application for
guest student status, making sure you indicate that
you are applying for Special Status. You'll also need
to submit transcripts. More information about guest
students and the online application can be found at
www.bsu.edu/gradschool.

OPTION 3: Guest Student: Transfer of Credit Status
Similar to Special Status guest students. However, under
the transfer of credit status option, clearance is granted
to students who hold a baccalaureate degree and are
actively pursuing a graduate degree program at another
regionally accredited college or university and who wish
to earn credits for transfer to that institution. You must
fill out the application, which can be done online, and
indicate that you wish to be considered for the Transfer
of Credit Status. Transfer of credit students normally
not be required to submit official transcripts. However,
you must request the dean of your graduate school to
complete the Ball State University “Transfer of Credit
Student Form”indicating that you are in good academic
standing. The link to the form, along with more
information about this status and a link to the online
application can be found at www.bsu.edu/gradschool.

NOTE: With all graduate-credit options, you'll still send
us this application with the appropriate deposit amount.
Once the Graduate School accepts you, we'll transfer

the deposit amount to your university account and the
Bursar will bill you for the balance.
